Station Description

The Greater Cleveland Regional Transit Authority (GCRTA) supports the use of
public art in its facilities to create enjoyable spaces for public use and public
pleasure. GCRTA is once again in search of creative proposals from artists for
the Woodhill Rapid Transit Station.

The Woodhill Rapid Transit Station is a Light Rail Station serving the Green and
Blue rail lines in the near eastside of Cleveland. Located at the corner of
Woodhill Avenue and Buckeye Road in the heart of the Buckeye Neighborhood
in the City of Cleveland. This station is an important transportation hub in the
community. Woodhill Avenue is heavily traveled, and it is a main urban through-
fare into the downtown Cleveland.

This station is positioned in an older urban neighborhood surrounded by under-
utilized or vacant parcels of land. The entrance of this station is near the corner
and in close proximity to the Woodhill Bridge. The actual rail platform to the
station sits approximately 30 ft below-grade. GCRTA owns a parking lot adjacent
to the railroad tracks, and is further exploring possibility to increase this station’s
parking by acquiring adjacent lots owned by the City of Cleveland.

Currently, there is very little landscaping to softening the station’s environs or any
existing elements to boost the sense of place to make the station an inviting
place. The GCRTA rail right-of-way is below-grade level, and hidden behind
concrete walls protecting the tracks. It lacks the safe transit identity GCRTA is
striving for and is continuing to develop in all new stations.

GCRTA'’s new station design is contemporary in style. It features canopied
entrances and two elevator towers leading to the rail platforms. The platforms
contain two semi-enclosed heated waiting spaces for passengers. The new
station will give rise to a better spatial relationship with Woodhill Bridge, and it will
create a more logical connection with the pedestrian traffic from the surrounding
neighborhoods. Besides increasing visibility and a distinct neighborhood
presence, this new station will streamline the spatial interaction between bus and
rail services.

GCRTA believes that there is a great opportunity to create an extraordinary
public art for this new station to be cherished by passengers and valued by the
community. This site’s elevation change, lack of color, and the existing dull
urban context provide an interesting canvass for creative artists to redefine this
unique station.

GCRTA is open to any inventive ideas however; fencing, landscaping, tile work,
lighting, sculpture, and seating elements would all be very appropriate features



for this station. The station design is at 30% of completion. The budget set a
side for public art is 1.5% of the construction budget or, $45,000.

Goal and Evaluation

The goal of public art is to incorporate art concepts into the station and site
design of RTA facilities. The public art opportunities differ from station to station
based upon design and site attributes. RTA wishes to celebrate each station and
its neighborhood through the public art.

Public art concept submissions will be evaluated by a panel based upon a variety
of factors including the ability of the public to interact with the art concept,
durability and maintenance of the concept and responsiveness of the concept in
relating to the objectives, the station design and the community.

Submission requirements

All responses must include a copy of the application form, description of the art
concept, photo/drawing or some depiction of the art, and list/examples of other
art pieces completed by the artist. All submissions must be either submitted
electronically or submitted with a copy on compact disk or DVD.
