• Several rail shutdowns to support scheduled 
maintenance work during June 2022 affected total

Bus (MB)  
Bus ridership in June 2022 was 26% higher than 
in June 2021 

• Average weekday was 26% higher1 
• Average Saturday was 22% higher1 
• Average Sunday was 38% higher1 
 

Red Line (HR)  
Red Line ridership in June 2022 was 1% lower 
than in June 2021 

• Average weekday was 2% lower1 
• Average Saturday was 10% higher1 
• Average Sunday was 1% higher1 
 

Light Rail (LR)  
Light Rail ridership in June 2022 was 2% higher 
than in June 2021 

• Average weekday was 1% higher1 
• Average Saturday was 6% higher1 
• Average Sunday was 1% lower1 
 

HealthLine (RB)  
HealthLine ridership in June 2022 was 18% 
higher than in June 2021 

• Average weekday was 17% higher1 
• Average Saturday was 19% higher1 
• Average Sunday was 24% higher1 
 

Paratransit (DR)  
Paratransit ridership in June 2022 was 19%
